the devoted husband says to her, a gleam in his eye. I must admit, though, that I appreciate your acknowledgment of my extraordinary talent!" They both laughed as they realized that, sometimes, finding humor in the small things can be just as important as listening when it comes to communication.

Forgiveness opens the door to redemption. 

To understand  redemption from a historical Christian point of view, we need to understand the process the first Christians went through. Early Christians had to take off all their clothes and enter the baptismal waters naked. After they received the sacrament in the name of the Holy Trinity (Father, Son, and the Holy Spirit), they walked out of the baptismal waters on the other side. 

The new believers then received the white robe. This white robe symbolizes the heavenly garments described in the book of Revelation. The baptismal ritual represented removing all things of the old self, that is, the old way of being and the old way of doing things and putting on a new self, a new way of being and doing things in Christ Jesus. 

Therefore, we can seek revenge or justice when our spouse fails us. We can strike back out of anger or disappointment or seek the way God has embodied for us in Christ Jesus, absorbing the hurt and then releasing it. This method offers a second chance, a fresh start, the 31 



opportunity to walk out of the waters on the other side and receive loving redemption. 

Since forgiveness allows the heart to be opened to the possibility of a renovated relationship and inner peace, it can result in emotional and spiritual renewal. The Bible recognizes both the unavoidable nature of relationship mistakes and human weaknesses. 1 Peter 4:8 tells us that love covers a multitude of sins. This Scripture suggests that love, supported  by forgiveness, has the power to overcome the flaws and errors that can strain a marriage. 

The importance of forgiveness is further underscored by Jesus’  teachings in the Gospels. In Matthew 18:21-22, Peter asks Jesus how often he should pardon someone who sins against him. Communication Skills for Couples

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Communication Skills for Couples Communication skills in marriage encompass the ability to express one’s thoughts, feelings, and needs clearly and effectively and the capacity to listen and understand one’s partner. These skills are vital for several reasons. 

Firstly, they enable partners to resolve conflicts constructively without resorting to harmful behaviors that can damage the relationship. 

Effective communication fosters a more profound understanding between spouses, allowing them to empathize with each other’s perspectives and emotions. 

This understanding is crucial for building trust, which is the foundation of any strong marriage. 

Additionally, communication skills help couples negotiate and compromise, ensuring that both partners’ 

needs are met and that decisions are made collaboratively. They also allow couples to share their joys, sorrows, and life experiences, strengthening their emotional connection and intimacy. When a marriage does not have  open and honest communication, misunderstandings can escalate into resentments. 

Therefore, cultivating communication skills is essential for a healthy, resilient, and fulfilling marriage. 

What follows are some different types of communication skills that can help couples build a stronger connection: 45 



Active Listening:   Pay full attention to your partner, acknowledge their feelings, and respond without judgment.  

Active listening in a Christian marriage is a vital communication skill that reflects the biblical principle of love and understanding. James 1:19 advises, “Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak, and slow to become angry,” emphasizing the importance of listening with patience and an open heart. In marriage, this means giving one’s spouse undivided  attention  and  seek to understand their perspective without judgment or interruption. 

Sara and Tom are facing marital tension due to Sara’s preoccupation with her smartphone. One evening, Tom expresses his feelings of neglect, saying, “Sara, when you’re on your phone during our time together, I feel like I’m not important to you.”  Instead of becoming defensive, Sara turns off her phone, looks Tom in the eyes, and says, “I hear you saying that you feel neglected when I’m on my phone. That’s not my intention, and I want to understand more about how this affects you.” 

By actively listening, Sara affirms Tom’s feelings. She opens the door for a deeper conversation about their needs and how to balance technology with quality time together. This act of active listening fosters a loving and respectful dialogue rooted in the commitment to honor each other as instructed in Ephesians 5:33, “However, each one of you also must love his wife as he loves himself, and the wife must respect her husband.” 

Through such empathetic communication, Sara and Tom 46 



can strengthen their bond and navigate conflicts with grace and understanding. 

Edit Criticism:   Offer constructive feedback on behaviors and situations, not personal attacks.  

In a Christian marriage, “edit criticism” can be seen as a constructive way to communicate concerns or disagreements that allow for growth and understanding between spouses. It aligns with the biblical principle of speaking the truth in love, as mentioned in Ephesians 4:15, which encourages believers to grow in every way into Christ, who is the head. 

Julia  and John  are facing a conflict regarding  financial decisions.  Julia  is concerned about John’s recent overspending, which is not in line with their agreed budget. Instead of accusing John directly, Julia uses “edit criticism” by first affirming their shared goal of financial stewardship. She then gently brings up her observations about the spending pattern and expresses her feelings without assigning blame. She suggests they review their budget together and find ways to align their spending with their financial goals. Feeling respected and understood, John is open to the discussion, and together, they can devise a plan that honors their commitment to manage their finances wisely. This approach resolves the immediate issue and  strengthens their communication and unity as a couple. 

Use  “I”  Statements:   Communicate  your needs  and feelings without blaming or criticizing your partner.  
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The  “I”  statements are a powerful tool for expressing personal feelings without casting blame, which aligns with the biblical principle of speaking the truth in love (Ephesians 4:15). For instance, instead of saying, “You never listen to me,” one could say, “I feel unheard when I share my thoughts, and I need to know you’re listening.”  This approach fosters open communication and understanding. 

Generally, in Latin culture, the woman’s role is to tend to household chores. In this situation, Maria and Jose are experiencing conflict due to differing expectations about household responsibilities. Instead of accusing Jose of not doing enough, Maria might say, “I feel overwhelmed when the house is disorganized, and I would appreciate it if we could share the cleaning tasks more evenly.” This statement expresses her feelings without blaming Jose. 

It opens the door for a constructive conversation about how they can work together to create a harmonious home. 

By using “I” statements, Maria and Jose can address their issues respectfully and lovingly, guided by their faith. This method  reflects the grace and love encouraged in Christian teachings. It builds a foundation for resolving conflicts in a way that strengthens their marital bond. 

Be Gentle:  Approach sensitive topics carefully and avoid harsh words or tones.  

The “be gentle” technique is a communication skill that aligns with biblical teachings, emphasizing kindness, patience, and understanding. For instance, Ephesians 4:2 
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encourages believers to be “completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love.” 

This approach fosters a nurturing environment where both partners feel heard and respected. 

Lucy  and  Harold, a married couple, encounter a disagreement about how to raise the children. Instead of escalating the situation, Lucy remembers the words of Philippians 4:5, “Let your gentleness be evident to all,” 

and decides to approach the conversation calmly and gently. She listens attentively to Harold’s concerns, acknowledging his feelings without judgment. Before continuing with the conversation, Lucy and Harold agree to pray. Harold turns to the Bible and finds Proverbs 15:1, 

“A gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger.”  He then  responds with the same gentleness, creating a space where both can express their thoughts and find a mutual solution. 

Their gentle words act as a balm, diffusing tension and fostering a deeper connection, embodying the biblical principle of gentleness in their marriage. This approach resolves the immediate conflict and  strengthens their bond, reflecting the love and respect at the heart of a Christian union. 

Seek First to Understand:   Try to understand your partner’s perspective before seeking to be understood.  

“Seek first to understand” is a vital communication skill that aligns with biblical teachings emphasizing empathy, patience, and active listening. Proverbs 18:2 says, “Fools find no pleasure in understanding but delight in airing 49 



their own opinions.” This wisdom suggests that a deep understanding of one’s spouse is foundational to a harmonious and fulfilling marriage.  This can be better understood through a couple of examples. 

Ashley and Gilbert are facing a disagreement. Ashley has been offered a job in a different city, and Gilbert  is hesitant about the move. Instead of insisting on her perspective, Ashley invites Gilbert to share his concerns. 

As Gilbert expresses his fear of the unknown and leaving their community, Ashley  listens attentively without interrupting, acknowledging his feelings and the weight of the decision. 

Through this practice of understanding, they create a space for open dialogue  where both feel heard and valued. This approach allows them to explore solutions together, such as visiting the new city or seeking counsel from their church. This demonstrates how “seek first to understand”  fosters unity and strength in their relationship. This skill, rooted in biblical wisdom, is essential for nurturing a loving and resilient marriage. 

Another example is that of Anna and Ethan. One evening, Ethan returns home feeling disheartened by his boss’s comment, which he perceived as slightly against his professional capabilities. Instead of seeking solace or validation, Anna employs the “seek first to understand” 

method. She listens intently, not interrupting, allowing Ethan to express his feelings without judgment. As she listens, Anna refrains from formulating responses or advice, focusing solely on comprehending the depth of Ethan’s experience. 
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Once Ethan has shared his concerns, Anna gently probes with questions that show her desire to fully grasp the situation. “What exactly did your boss say?” “How did that make you feel?” “Why do you think it affected you so deeply?” These inquiries are not to challenge but to understand and validate Ethan’s feelings. 

In this exchange, Anna embodies the biblical call to “be quick to listen, slow to speak, and slow to become angry” 

(James 1:19). Her patience and willingness to understand before being understood create a safe space for Ethan to unpack his emotions. This, in turn, fosters a deeper connection between them, as Ethan feels genuinely heard and supported. 

Through this practice, they cultivate a relationship where communication is not a battleground for their egos but a bridge to greater intimacy and mutual respect. Such a skill is beneficial for resolving conflicts and nurturing the growth of their union, making it resilient in the face of life’s inevitable challenges. Therefore, the “seek first to understand”  principle is not merely a technique but a manifestation of the love and commitment that Christian marriage vows to uphold. 

Ask Open-Ended Questions:  Encourage dialogue by asking questions requiring more than a simple yes or no answer.  

Open-ended questions are vital communication skills because they encourage dialogue and understanding. 

They allow both partners to express their thoughts and feelings without the constraints of a simple ‘yes’ or ‘no’ 
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answer, fostering deeper connection and  empathy. A biblical reference that underscores the importance of thoughtful questioning is found in James 1:19, “Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry.”  This verse highlights the value of listening—a skill that open-ended questions directly contribute to. 

Sue and Drew, a married couple, face a conflict regarding their leisure time. Sue feels that Drew spends too much time with his friends playing basketball, while she prefers spending quiet evenings at home. Instead of accusing Drew of neglecting her, Sue asks, “How do you think we can balance our leisure activities to enjoy our time together and individually?”  This open-ended question allows Drew to share his perspective without feeling defensive. Drew responded, “What  activities can we enjoy together that would make our time special?” 

Through such dialogue, they explore each other’s desires and find common ground, strengthening their bond. This approach  is in alignment  with the biblical principle of seeking understanding and harmony in relationships, as advised in Colossians 3:13, “Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of you has a grievance against someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.” Using open-ended questions, Sue and Drew practice patience, understanding, and forgiveness, key elements in resolving conflicts and nurturing a loving Christian marriage. 

Stay Calm:  Manage your emotions during discussions to prevent escalation. 
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The ability to stay calm when communicating is not just a skill but a reflection of spiritual maturity and understanding. The Bible emphasizes the importance of measured speech and a gentle tongue. Proverbs 15:1 

says,  “A gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger.” This verse highlights the power of calmness in de-escalating potential conflicts and fostering a loving and respectful dialogue between spouses. 

Claire and Joel are two couples in a similar situation to Sue and Drew. Claire and Joel disagree over the amount of time Joel spends on his phone with social media apps, which  Claire  feels is excessive. Instead of approaching the conversation with frustration or anger, Claire waits for a moment when they are both relaxed and opens the discussion softly, acknowledging Joel’s right to personal time but expressing her neglect. Joel listens attentively to Claire’s concerns without interruption, validating her feelings. 

They both understand that their marriage, a covenant before God, calls for them to communicate in love and patience, as outlined in Ephesians 4:2-3, which urges believers to be “completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love.”  By staying calm and open to each other’s perspectives, Claire and Joel can reach a compromise that honors both of their needs, deciding that Joel set aside specific times for his phone “hobby” while ensuring quality time with Claire. 

This scenario demonstrates how staying calm is not merely a technique but a testament to the couple’s 53 



commitment to the principles of their faith, which guide them to resolve conflicts in a way that strengthens their bond and honors their vows. Through such calm and compassionate communication, a Christian marriage can weather the storms of disagreement and grow stronger in love and mutual respect. 

Self-Soothing:   Find ways to calm yourself if you  feel overwhelmed during a conversation. 

Self-soothing is a vital communication skill in a Christian marriage, where individuals learn to manage their emotional responses and maintain composure during potentially overwhelming conversations. This skill aligns with the biblical principle of self-control, as highlighted in Galatians 5:22-23, where the fruit of the Spirit includes love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. In marriage, each partner takes responsibility for their emotional well-being, fostering a more peaceful and understanding relationship. 

Self-soothing is a multifaceted skill that can manifest in various ways within a marriage. Let’s look at a few examples of couples practicing this skill in their life complexities. 

Michael and Linda are discussing parenting styles, and the conversation escalates. Michael feels his pulse quicken, and he knows he’s on the verge of reacting harshly. He decides to take a short walk to clear his mind. 

This physical activity helps him to reflect on the discussion with a calmer perspective.  This aligns with 54 



Colossians 3:15, which talks about the peace of Christ ruling in one’s heart. 

Another example is when Emma feels hurt by something her husband, Alex, has said. Instead of immediately responding in anger, she takes a few deep breaths. She remembers the counsel in James 1:19 to be quick to listen, slow to speak, and slow to become angry. This moment of pause allows her to respond more thoughtfully and less emotionally. 

In another instance, during a heated debate about future plans, Thomas gets frustrated with his wife, Marie. He recognizes the signs of his growing irritation. He decides to engage in a moment of prayer, seeking wisdom and patience. This spiritual self-soothing brings him peace and helps to de-escalate the situation. Subconsciously, he practices James 1:5, which talks about seeking God for wisdom. 

Self-soothing can also involve engaging in a shared activity that both spouses find calming, such as reading Scripture or listening to worship music. This shared spiritual practice can help to refocus the couple on their shared values and the bigger picture of their marriage. 

Additionally, self-soothing might involve each spouse having a hobby or interest they can turn to when needing to calm down. For example, Rachel enjoys painting and spends time in her studio during marital stress. The act of painting not only calms her but also gives her time to process her thoughts and emotions. 
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Lastly, self-soothing can be as simple as changing the environment. If a conversation becomes too intense, a couple might move to a different setting, such as a garden or a park, where God’s creation’s beauty can inspire peace and tranquility and continue their discussion. 

These examples illustrate that self-soothing is essential for maintaining a healthy and loving Christian marriage. 

It allows couples to navigate conflicts and challenging conversations gracefully, ensuring that they respond to each other in love and respect, guided by the wisdom of their faith. 

Accept Influence:   Be open to your partner’s suggestions and willing to compromise. 

In a Christian marriage, “Accept Influence”  is deeply rooted in the principle of mutual submission and respect, as highlighted in Ephesians 5:21, which urges believers to 

“submit to one another out of reverence for Christ.” This Scripture underscores the importance of valuing each other’s perspectives and finding common ground, essential for a harmonious and enduring union. 

The following two examples illustrate this skill. Mary Beth and Carlos are planning their annual family vacation. Mary Beth suggests a quiet retreat to a countryside cabin, while Carlos envisions an adventurous trip to a mountain resort. Instead of insisting on their preferences, they engage in open dialogue, expressing their desires and concerns. Mary Beth acknowledges the value of Carlos’s longing for adventure. At the same time, 56 



Carlos appreciates Mary Beth’s need for a peaceful environment to unwind. Through prayerful consideration and respectful discussion, they decide to compromise by selecting a location that offers both tranquility  and outdoor activities, thus embodying the biblical principle of “bearing with one another in love” 

(Colossians 3:12-14). 

This scenario exemplifies how accepting influence and being willing to compromise can strengthen the marital bond. It demonstrates that when both partners are open to each other’s suggestions, they can navigate conflicts with grace and love, leading to decisions that honor God and enrich their relationship. By embracing this skill, couples can reflect the unity and understanding encouraged in Christian teachings, fostering a marriage that thrives on cooperation and mutual respect. This approach resolves the immediate conflict and sets a precedent for future interactions, where both partners feel heard and valued, contributing to a lasting and fulfilling marriage. 

In another example, ‘Accept Influence’ can be seen when partners actively listen to each other’s spiritual insights and apply them to their shared lives. For instance, a couple, Dan and Mae, face  balancing their ministry activities with family time. Dan feels called to increase his involvement with the youth group at church, while Mae is concerned about the impact this may have on their family evenings. 

One evening, they discuss their priorities, each bringing forth their viewpoints. Dan shares his passion for 57 



mentoring the youth, believing it’s his way of serving God. At the same time, Mae expresses her belief that their family time is equally sacred and vital for their children’s upbringing. They turn to Scripture, reflecting on 1 Corinthians 12:4- 7, which speaks of different gifts but the same Spirit and different services but the same Lord. This passage reminds them that their individual callings serve the same purpose in God’s plan. 

Through prayer and mutual respect, they agree to 

‘Accept Influence’  from each other. Dan dedicates specific days to the youth group, ensuring they do not overlap with family nights. Mae, in turn, supports his decision by volunteering to assist with some administrative tasks for the group, which she can do from home. This compromise allows Dan to fulfill his ministry calling while Mae ensures the family remains connected and spiritually nurtured. 

This example illustrates how ‘Accept Influence’  in a Christian marriage is about harmonizing each other’s strengths and callings to serve God’s purpose. It’s about recognizing that each partner’s contributions are valuable and that together, they can achieve a balance that honors their marriage vows, family commitments, and service to God. By embracing this communication skill, couples like Dan and Mae can navigate the complexities of life while maintaining a robust and unified relationship that reflects the love and wisdom of Christ. 

Share Appreciations:  Regularly express gratitude and appreciation for your partner. 
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Sharing appreciation is a vital communication skill that involves regularly expressing gratitude and appreciation for one’s partner. This practice is rooted in biblical teachings, such as the verse from 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18, which encourages believers to “Rejoice always, pray continually, give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.” This passage highlights the importance of gratitude as a constant presence in one’s life. This attitude is especially crucial within the sacred bond of marriage. 

Kelly and Luis find themselves in a disagreement over how much time they spend with Luis’s parents. Kelly feels that they are too involved in their daily lives, which causes tension. Amid this conflict, they remember the principle of sharing appreciation. Kelly acknowledges Luis’s efforts to maintain a strong family bond and expresses her gratitude for his commitment to their relationship. She references Proverbs 17:17, “A friend loves at all times, and a brother is born for a time of adversity,” to affirm her appreciation for Luis’s loyalty to his family, which she values deeply. 

Luis, in turn, thanks Kelly for her patience and understanding, recognizing the sacrifices she makes to accommodate his parents in their lives. He cites Ruth 1:8, where Naomi speaks to her daughters-in-law with gratitude, saying, “May the Lord deal kindly with you, as you have dealt with the dead and with me.” By doing so, Luis acknowledges Kelly’s kindness and love towards his family despite the challenges. 
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Together, they set boundaries that honor their need for independence and their commitment to family. They agree to dedicate certain days to family visits and others to nurture their relationship, just the two of them. By sharing appreciation and using biblical references to guide their conversation, Kelly and Luis navigate their conflict gracefully and emerge with a stronger, more understanding partnership. 

This couple illustrates how the skill of sharing appreciation can transform a  marital conflict into an opportunity for growth and deeper connection. It demonstrates the power of gratitude in fostering a loving and resilient marriage, as Christian teachings encourage. 

Expressing appreciation is about acknowledging the good and building a foundation of respect and empathy that can withstand the complexities of life together. 

On the lighter side: 

Once upon a Sunday, a married couple, Mary and Joseph, found themselves in a pickle over pickles. Mary loved sweet pickles, while Joseph was a dill man through and through. The Great Pickle Debate had reached a stalemate, and neither was willing to budge.

a new pickle flavor they called ‘Sweet Dillight.’ It was a hit at the church potluck, and they lived happily ever after, proving that even the crunchiest of conflicts could be solved with a sprinkle of humor  and a dash of creativity. The moral of the story? In marriage, as in pickles, variety is the spice of life!
